
Madera County voters were told to expect $34 million from
Measure A when it was passed in 1990. Now, eleven years later,
Measure A has raised almost $48 million and has been used to
leverage an additional $45 million of federal and state funding for
badly needed Madera County projects.  The current projection is
that Measure A will yield more than $65 million over its 15-year
life.  The expectation was $34 million; the reality is going to exceed
$110 million counting leveraged federal and state funds.

So just how important is Measure A?  The intent of Measure A is
to provide a dependable source of local funding to address traffic
safety and congestion problems within Madera County.  A secondary
goal is the leveraging of federal and state funds into these projects.
More than $110 million in projects have been delivered in eleven
years with an additional $35 million to come.  Examples of projects
include the Cleveland/Freeway 99 over-crossing and on-ramps; the
Gateway-Cleveland-Country Club intersection; Schnoor Bridge;
and numerous street rebuilding projects in the City of Madera.
The Robertson Railroad crossing and city streets project in
Chowchilla.  The County has delivered the Freeway 41 bridge; and
congestion relief projects on County Club Drive; Road 426; and
Road 222 in addition to rebuilding Avenue 12 west of the Freeway
99.  In every case, these are important projects that would not
have happened without Measure A.

While Measure A has more than delivered on its promise, there
is more to come.  Madera is working to complete badly needed
improvements at the Freeway 99 and Highway 145 interchange
and to provide a freeway off-ramp to Madera Community Hospital.

Leveraging Construction Dollars
As the agency responsible for
coordinating transportation
improvements in Madera County,
Madera County Transportation
Authority’s ability to leverage state
and federal funds exploded with
the passage of Measure A.
Considered “local funds”, the half
cent tax has been a versatile tool,
easily shifted to match or support

state and federal dollars which
are often restricted for specific
uses.

Measure A allows the local
agencies to more readily
respond to local priorities and
funding availability.  To date
Measure A has leveraged $45
million in other funds.

Madera County voters approved Measure A on April 10, 1990 with a vote of
5,105 in favor and 3,177 against (62% favorable vote).  Measure A enacts Ordinance
90-01.

Measure A implements a     percent countywide transportation use tax.  The
proceeds of the tax are to be used to finance highway and road capital improvement
projects within Madera County and the cities of Chowchilla and Madera.  The tax
is enacted for 15-years and is projected to yield approximately $65 million over
that period.  Proceeds are made available to the three agencies through a planning
and programming process, which includes the Expenditure Plan, the Annual Work
Program, allocations and claims.

The Madera County Transportation Authority was established to administer the
proceeds of Measure A.  The Authority is composed of  three public members;
three members of the Madera County Board of Supervisors; two members from
the Madera City Council; and one member from the Chowchilla City Council.
